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Faced with overcrowded roadways, increasing
commute times, and higher levels of air pollution,
provincial and city governments are increasingly
demanding economically viable and energy efficient
transportation alternatives. Sustainable transport
remains a poorly understood sector in Pakistan.

Pakistan Sustainable Transport (PAKSTRAN) is an
initiative of UNDP and the Global Environment
Facility. It provides technical assistance to reduce the
growth of energy consumption and related
greenhouse gas emissions in Pakistan’s transport
sector, while improving urban environmental
conditions and trade competitiveness.

= PAKSTRAN will improve urban environmental
conditions - including air quality, urban mobility
and city aesthetics — and enhance energy
security.

= To build knowledge and raise awareness, the
project set up a new research and development
unit to collect transport and emissions data at
Lahore’s University of Engineering and
Technology.

= The project developed training courses for
government officials on land use planning for
sustainable urban transportation. These were
awarded the 11™ Annual Environment Excellence
Award.
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What's next?

* The project will improve energy efficiency in the
trucking industry by introducing innovative
financial mechanisms, strengthening institutions
and regulations, and reducing fuel consumption.

* The project has already initiated route feasibility
studies and passenger load assessments in
Punjab province.

» The project will raise awareness of issues related
to sustainable urban transport and commercial
vehicle fuel efficiency through publicity
campaigns, and will encourage curriculum
development in technical and academic
institutions.
